Act 3 Scene 2;

James: Can someone pass out these fliers to people at school?

Brian: I'll do it.

James: Thanks!

Brian: Hey by the way... what are you planning to do about Peter?

James: (sigh) Have no idea. Can we not talk about it? Lets just do our work ok?
Brian: Sure.

Act 3 Scene 3:

(Doorbell rings, Angela opens door)

Angela: OMG! What brings you two here?

Jessica: Hey! Um... I came to just hang out and Peter here needs to talk to you.

Angela: This is about you and James right?

Peter: Yea...

Angela: Come in let’s talk inside.

Peter: Angela... Can you help me? I mean I know I’m putting you in a difficult position
but PLEASE you are the only one who can help me right now!

Angela: Of course I’ll help you. Why wouldn’t I? I mean I completely understand about
what happened at the party. I know it’s not your fault. To be honest with you, I was
actually telling James that he should forget about what happened at the party and that he
should let you back to student government. I mean he didn’t say anything yet but I think
if I keep trying he’ll say yes.

Peter: Thanks! I mean... I didn’t know you would try this hard to get James to put me
back in student government.

Peter: Thanks (hugs Angela)
(Doorbell rings)

James: Consider what?
Angela: About letting Peter return to student government. ..

Angela: Ohh sure hold on.
(Angela exits but drops her handkerchief, Brian picks it up)
(Later James and Brian leaves)
James: Angela seems kinda different doesn’t she?
Brian: [ noticed she acts differently to you every time she was with Peter
James: What are you trying to say?
Brian: Well.. I... never mind it can’t be.
James: NO! Tell me what is it?
Brian: Well I noticed that Peter and Angela are together very often these past few weeks.
I mean theres no reason for them to be together I mean Angela can always get her
homework from Jessica but why from all people Peter?
James: So... are you trying to say they are secretly in a relationship behind my back?
Brian: Oh I forgot to tell you. Here is something to get suspicious about. The other day I
saw Peter using a handkerchief to clean his sweat and I looked at the handkerchief
closely and I realized it looked exactly the same as the one you gave to Angela on her
birthday.
James: Maybe it just looks similar
Brian: Why would teenage boys hold on to a handkerchief so close! Only if it’s from
someone special.
James: I must talk to Angela!
(Goes back to Angela’s house, rings the doorbell, Angela appears)
Angela: Why are here again?
James: Why? So I can’t come to my girlfriend’s house without telling her in advance!
Angela: No [ was just surprised... are you mad?

Angela: What! NO! Why would you think that!
James: Why is it that you want me to put him in student government so badly! Is it
because you love him so you don’t want him to be sad and hurt!




Angela: No! I just thought you should just give him another chance... that’s all.

James: Are you in a relationship with him!

Angela: No! What can I do to make you believe me!

James: Don’t EVER make me see you with him EVER again! Also, don’t tell me who to
and who to not put in student government ok!

Angela: ok...

Act 3 Scene 4:
