Criteria for Time Lines and Paragraphs

The paragraphs and timeline are complete and include the following:


Beginning of belief system


Births and deaths of important people

When sacred texts were made and/or written

Several historical events that affected the religion (divisions, conflicts, political 


leaders who helped/hurt the religion, how it spread, etc)

Paragraphs:

Each person writes 3-4 paragraphs.

Staple the first draft and the second draft together and hand in.

The final draft should be neatly written.

It should start with a topic sentence.

It is written in YOUR OWN WORDS.

It should be written simply so it’s easy for the audience to understand.

Each paragraph summarizes:


What the event was


Why it happened (causes)


What were the effects of this event?

Timelines:

Have a title.

Each card only has 1-2 sentences.

The letters are neat and large enough to read from far away.

They are written in your own words.

It is clearly labeled with the years and time eras (BC or B.C.E.  and/or A.D. or C.E.)

Each event is connected to the time line.

It is creatively designed.

Presentations:

The group is organized about who goes first, second, etc.

The group answers questions from the class.

Each person explains 3-4 events.

Each person is loud and clear.

The paragraphs are memorized.
