1. Independent Lessons:  centering around writing reading responses using a Habit of Mind (showing  and breaking down models) (5 lessons)

3. Chorus Lesson: Explain purpose, break down first chorus, students perform (1 lesson)

4. Shared Reading of opening scene – annotation and interpretations

5. Discussion based/ Accountable talks based on annotations, questions and interpretations 

6. Habits of Mind Lessons: (Focusing on using text as evidence)

· Point of View: Whose point of view do you side with Creon and Antigone? Or Write the response from the character’s POV.
· Significance: analyzing the significance of their actions
