THE INSTITUTIONAL REVIEW BOARD (IRB)
Avoiding Subject Over-Enrollment: While the number of anticipated enrolled
participants that an investigator enters in an IRB submission may be an
estimate, that estimate is still binding. Researchers can submit a study
modification to increase the subject enrollment goal when approaching the
enrollment limit, rather than waiting until that limit is reached. The modification
must be submitted, reviewed, and approved by the IRB. Researchers may
overestimate (within reason) the enrollment goal. To submit a modification to
an IRB study, follow the instructions outlined here Modification | How to
Submit.

Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) Expanded Modules for NYC
DOE Schools: The New York City Department of Education (NYC DOE)
Institutional Review Board (IRB) requires all investigators who wish to conduct
research at NYC DOE sites to complete the Social & Behavioral Research –
Basic/Refresher course (ID 184110) on CITI's website. This announcement
aims to alert researchers that, in the near future, the NYC DOE IRB is
expanding the number of CITI training modules that need to be
completed in order to receive NYC DOE IRB approval for all new IRB
protocol submissions, modifications, and renewals. Researchers can
affiliate with NYC DOE through CITI’s website to complete their corresponding
CITI modules.
